one cause of accidents as cited in a AAA 
funded study written by Virginia Tech 
Transportation Institute. “speed is likely to 
be the single most important determent in 
the frequency of traffic fatalities”1 Speeding 
nearly triples the odds of an accident 

 
♦ PreventionPreventionPreventionPrevention––––    Speed Sentinel prevents the 

driver from speeding. GPS systems only     
“tells on the driver” after they have already    
driven above the speed limit
